These curatorial records were collected and created during the research, planning and 

execution of the Odilon Redon: Masterpieces from the Woodner Collection exhibition. Ian 

Woodner’s Redon collection is the largest private holding of the artist’s work.  

 

The exhibition opened at The Phillips Collection in Washington, D.C. on April 16, 1988 

and closed June 26, 1988.  

 

The primary creator of the exhibition planning records was Robert Cafritz, former 

Curator of 19th Century Art.  

 

The bulk of this collection consists of research and related material. The records include 

publicity; reviews, and articles.
